HOW YOU CAN HELP AT HOME

Talk with your child about how important self-care is
as you grow older. Discuss the consequences of poor
self-care (cavities, skin problems, etc.)

Talk with your child about people in their school that
may be struggling. Brainstorm ways they can show
compassion for them.

Connect your child with opportunities for them to feel
empathy for others that are going through similar
situations. Example- talk with a friend going through a
divorce, make a get well card for a sick friend, etc.

Encourage your child to interview a family
member about their favorite childhood
memory. What similarities did the two of
them have? What positive connections can
you draw between your child and the
person they interviewed? Compassion and
empathy start when we find common
ground!
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
